San Francisco’s Golden
Gate National Recreation
Park

The Golden Gate Na-
tional Recreation Area
encompasses more than
75,000 acres (land and
water). This urban park
of “almost two and one-
half times the size of San
Francisco” was desig-
nated a National Recre-
ation Area in 1972, and
helped usher in the era of
bringing “parks to the

people,” ensuring that
underserved residents of
inner cities have access
to national parks.
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
