The Margaret Hunt Hill Bridge, designed by internationally known architect Santiago Calatrava, is under
construction and will open in 2011. A second Calatrava designed bridge, the Margaret McDermott Bridge (IH-
30), is planned for a later date. The Trinity River Audubon Center (TRAC), a flagship location for the Texas
Audubon Society, is a beautiful teaching and recreational site in the Great Trinity Forest. The Standing Wave
Kayak Park opens in 2011 and more than 12 miles of new trails have been completed along with the 75-acre
Lower Chain of Wetlands which assists with flood protection upstream of the river by as much as one foot in
heavy rains.
